“We are the gay Cavaliers”—In that great year of grace, one thousand
nine hundred twenty seven, twenty-three ladies and knights, young and dash-
ing, bravely entered the Province of Education and settled themselves in the
Castle Community. The first season brought little beyond the preliminary
training as pages, and it was not until their second year, the period of squire-
dom, that they entered, in part, into the activities of the nobility. Those were
the brave days of Honor Roli, and Cavaliers regularly headed the lists. Ladies
Towey, Henson, Adkisson, and Witthofft were accorded that privilege most
frequently.

Members of this brave band made frequent sallies into other lands
Lady Belcher and Lord Witthofft as members of the Royal Orchestra and
Band, and Lady Monken who captivated the judges of the district meet by her
sweet soprano voice. Lord Witthofft, together with the Duke of Duffey, de-
fended the honor of the Castle in many pitched battles in the athletic lists and
wore with great distinction the emblem of their victories. Thus, the activities

In the gentler arts the Cavaliers were not lacking, giving of their time
and interest to such clubs as were a part of the activities in the Castle Com-
munity. The Earl of Wedig served nobly as “Scriba’ of the Latin Club and as
Jester for the Echo, while the Viscount of Scarborough embellished that manu-
script with pictures wonderful to behold

During the third year of their stay, the first year of their knighthood, the
Cavaliers were singularly honored. The proclamation had gone forth that all
the beautiful ladies should be proclaimed by their faithful knights and that a
tournament should be held to determine the one most gracious and fair, she to
be heralded as “Queen of the Harvest.” To the Cavaliers fell the honor of
conducting the tournament with propriety and to the beautiful Duchess of
Duval and the winsome Lady Towey came the distinction of being named as
the first and fourth of the maids of honor. The Duchess of Duval was again,
first maid of honor, in the next year, festival of love and beauty.

Under the guidance of High Chamberlain Buscher many other social
festivities were celebrated. The list reached its climax in that great affair of
January 21, 1930—the reception for the Seniors who were so soon to depart
for the Great Crusade. All was merry and gay. The lovely ladies, each a
vision of beauty in long, frilly garb, were escorted by their faithful knights,
handsome and true. Dancing to the measure of gay music, playing games of
skill and wit, listening to the diverting entertainment provided by the minstrels
of song, and partaking of the buffet luncheon which filled the festive board,
all served to make the evening pass but too quickly and to bring the time of
departure. Then each brave knight mounted his champing charger and rode as
escort for his favorite lady being carried home in her sedan chair.

Thus, endeth the story of the Cavaliers, the record of their final year in

the Castle Community in the Province of Education being, as yet, not trans-
cribed.

Track

1929

HE hopes for a winning track team in 1929 were high in spite of the fact that
three strong men were lost from last year’s team. In addition to a number of
letter men, the discovery of new prospects made the Oilers a possible championship
aggregation. This year in addition to a strong track team, we have a well developed

field team.

In the first contest of the year, the triangular meet with Granite City and Collins-
ville, Wood River took eight firsts and the relay won by a margin of fifteen points over
Collinsville, their close rival.

Wood River repeated its first victory by winning out in the quadrangular meet at
Granite City on April 20. The Oilers gained first place with a total of 50 points, cap-
turing six firsts, five seconds, and five thirds. Wood River finished 8 points ahead of
Edwardsville, its closest rival.

In the McKendree Invitational Meet, Wood River met the best teams from South-
ern Illinois and Missouri. Only two men placed, Humphrey winning third in the mile
and Gotler fourth in the 100 yard dash.

Wood River won the Southwestern Illinois Conference track meet at Edwardsville
with a nine point lead. This was the largest margin gained by a conference team in the
last three years over other teams in the conference. Wood River won six firsts, two
seconds, and three thirds. Those taking firsts were: Gotler in the 100 and 220 dashes,
Humphrey in the mile and half mile, Fox in the shot put, and Patterson, who tied with
Shirley of Granite City, in the pole vault. Others who contributed points were Borman
with a second and third, Quillen with a second and Miller with a third.

The district meet was one of the largest and fastest in this section of the state for
high school competition. Over a hundred teams were entered in this meet. Wood River
placed second with twenty-six points, gaining two firsts, three seconds, one third, and
one fifth. Gotler was the leading point scorer with nine points. Patterson came next
with five. Fox and Grayson each scored four points, followed by Humphrey with three
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and Quillen with one. Gotler, Patterson, Grayson, and Fox gained the right to enter

the state meet at Urbana. Gotler and Patterson were the only ones to place. Patterson
tied for second in the pole vault and in the draw received the second place medal;
Golter received fifth in the 50 yard dash

Wood River lost the dual meet to Western on May 29, 1929 by a large score
Although Wood River was “doped™ to lose they showed excellent spirit and fght
Borman topped the scorers for Wood River with eight points, followed by Gotler and
Humphrey with six points each. Patterson and Fox came next, each gaining five points.
Other point getters were Reynolds two, Quillen, Miller, and Hurley, one each

The track season of 1929 proved to be a great success for Weod River. The Oilers
made a grand total of 21034 points for the season. This fact alone marks the 1929
season as one of the most successful in the history of the school. Besides the numerous
medals won by the members of the team, Wood River was awarded a bronze shield for
winning the championship in the Southwestern Illinois High School Conference. Along
with the shield, Wood River was awarded the large traveling trophy for the season
of 1929,

1930

On April 19, Wood River journeyed to Edwardsville to engage the Tigers in a
dual meet. Edwardsville was favored to nose the Oilers out but the dope failed and
Wood River came out the winner.

Taking undisputed firsts in five events and tying the Tigers in two, then making
slams in the two distance races and placing more than half the seconds and thirds,
Wood River easily defeated Edwardsville by the high score of 69-44. Borman topped
the individual scoring with 20 points. Searcy came second with 15 points.

On Saturday, May 3, Wood River sponsored a Quadrangular meet between
Granite, Wood River, Edwardsville, and Alton. In this meet the Oilers found compe
tition much stronger and had to be content with second place in team standings, losing
to Edwardsville whom we had beaten in a dual meet earlier in the season. The points
of Wood River were split by the other two teams. Edwardsville took first with 57
points, Wood River second with 26 points, Alton third with 16 points, and Granite
City fourth with 14 points.

At the district meet at McKendree we had only one to qualify for the State Meet
Lavier Humphrey won second in the 880, Borman third in the 440, and Filardo fifth in
the mile

The Conference track meet at Edwardsville on Saturday, May 24, closed the 1930
season for the Oilers. Although we did not win the meet, we showed up very commend-
ably, taking 18 points when only 31 was needed to win the meet. Humphrey was the
outstanding contestant from Wood River taking first in the mile and second in the 880,
Borman took second in the 440 and third in the 220. Vanmeter came through for a
second place in javelin and Filardo took third in the mile.

The meet was a very interesting one as there were four teams that were within
two points of each other when the relay was called. Collinsville stepped out to win the
relay and Edwardsville finished second in the relay to place second in the meet while
East St. Louis took third, The traveling trophy is again left in circulation.

After circling the business district the parade
returned to the High School where snapshots were frantically taken before
costumes should be removed and floats disbanded.

A second parade was held on Saturday before the game. Decorated cars
and a truck carrying the band and posters advertising the game paraded over
the city. At 2:30 the great game began. The chill in the air made heavy
demands on hot dogs and candy, but did little to cool the enthusiasm of the
rooters. The football bleachers were crowded with noisy rooters all eager to
buy a bright colored balloon, horn, or squawker from the pretty venders who
were everywhere throughout the crowd. Most of the attention of the rooters
was taken up with the game that filled the expectations of those who craved a
thrill. The loss of a hard fought game was soon forgotten in the carnival that
followed.

Early in the evening the crowds began to gather in the basement of the
High School ablaze with maroon and gold colors, balloons, and beautifully
decorated stands. There were houses of wonder to tempt the curious, a wild
man to interest the daring, side shows to invite the weary to a seat and pleas-
ant program. The baby racks attracted the lovers of sport, and the fish pond
became fascinating to those who wished tangible returns for their nickles. The
traditional fortune-telling booths were three strong and busy enough to justify
twice that number.

BRIEF REVIEW OF HISTORY OF WOOD RIVER

Back in the early days of the eighteenth century when the Middle West was but a
hinterland to be pierced here and there by intrepid pioneers, Wood River was a site of
Indian massacres, a wintering place for Lewis and Clark, and a district given over to
sand burrs and timber. Indian mounds, relics of massacres found in the district, and
sotries handed down from the children of early settlers indicate that Wood River valley
was the scene of a part of the struggle which forms so important a part in the early
history of the United States.

The Wood River region seemed to be created by the Maker for an industrial site
[t was placed between the bluffs and the Mississippi River, where railroads must pass if
they would avoid the hills and the river. The ground was not valuable for much else,
although former owners of the land claim fine crops, which have never been seen in
recent times. The water supply was abundant, the fall plentiful, and close at hand

In 1906 the Standard Oil Company of Indiana came to look over the field, finally
purchasing seven hundred acres, most of which was then cultivation. This company

now owns more than eight hundred acres here and is greatly responsible for the growth
of Wood River. When the company first came, a country road had already been built
through part of the land bought for the refinery site, but to avoid trespassing a new
road was built around the north and east sides, which was called the Rock Road. This
was the main street in the village of Wood River for many years. At that time this
road and the Alton-St. Louis Road on the west side of the village were the only streets
The north railroad station was called Glasborough, and the south station was called
Lewis and Clark.

According to the official 1920 census, Wood River is the fastest growing city in
the United States. We are proud of this record and our city, but of nothing are we
more proud than the splendid group of school buildings here erected
